Routine maintenance was conducted throughout the month and any alarms detected by the Hunter IMMS software were
addressed as quickly as possible. On March 15" a fault was detected on zone C36 and two days later there a fault on The
Preserve controller, zone 21. Both decoders were replaced under warranty, but the solenoids were out of warranty. New
Bahia turf was installed in the large dog park on the 20" along with new annuals around the tennis center and the mail
kiosks on Crosscourt View. The irrigation in these areas was adjusted for the new plant material and will be monitored
throughout the establishment period.

The ET sensor located on the Hunter ACC controller for the Lithia Buffer recorded 3.6” of ET and 0.89” of rain in the
month of March. Unfortunately, almost all of this rain occurred on the 20" when 0.82” fell and the site was shut down
for 2 days to take full advantage of what nature provided. After record setting heat in February, the area saw a return to
more normal conditions, as daytime highs reached into the 70°s and low 80’s, while nighttime lows were in the 30’s and
40’s.

Ballenger and Company is planning to submit the seven reclaimed water applications later this week. They are all signed
and waiting for the final review. Three bids for installation have been received and are being prepared for the Board’s
consideration.
